Plan Details:
1. Binary Structure.
2. Sponsor Spillover.
3. 2 types of packages.
3.1. Rs. 1000 package.
3.2. Rs. 3000 package.
4. If a user purchases a Rs. 1000 pack, Rs. 3000 will be added to the shopping wallet.
5. If a user purchases a Rs. 3000 pack, Rs. 4000 will be added to the shopping wallet.
6. 20% of the shopping wallet amount is deducted while purchasing products.
7. If users join in the  Rs. 1000 plan and they do not use the shopping wallet then they can top-up 2000 rupees and upgrade to Rs. 3000.
8. Daily cutoff.
9. Daily pair match ceiling.
10. Power side carries forward and the weaker side flush out.
11. TDS 5%.
12. Service Charge 5%.

User Side: 

1. Registration:
1.1. Users can register using their name, mobile no, email id, password etc.,.
1.2. User Register by purchasing a pack.
1.3. After registration is completed, profile id and password are sent to the user’s email.

2. Login:
2.1. Users can login using their profile id or email id along with the password.
2.2. After successfully login users can redirect to the dashboard.

3. Forgot Password:
3.1. Users can retrieve their forgotten account password using their email id.
3.2. The password will be sent to the user’s email.

4. Dashboard:
4.1. Users can view their total earnings, wallet balance like shopping wallet, income wallet, special wallet and fund wallet balance, left and right downline count, etc.,.

5. Commissions:
5.1. Pair Commission:
5.1.1. When a user joins the plan, then the upline users get carry in the left or right side.
5.1.2. For the first pair match, users need to have 2:1 or 1:2 pair carry.
5.1.3. For Other pair match, users need to have a minimum 1:1 pair carry.
5.1.4. After the pair match, the balance of the power side carries forward and the weaker side flush out.
5.1.5. 1 Pair match commission is Rs. 300.
5.1.6. The pair match commission is managed by the admin.
5.1.7. Pair match has a daily ceiling if the match value exceeds the ceiling value then the ceiling value is only taken for further process.
5.1.8. This commission will be added to the income wallet.

5.2. Special Commission:
5.2.1. Admin can send this commission by manually.
5.2.2. By using the user profile id, reason and the amount.
5.2.3. It will be added to the user’s special bonus wallet.
5.2.4. Users can transfer this special bonus wallet amount to the income wallet and then withdraw the amount.

6. Fund Wallet:
6.1. Users can deposit amount to the fund wallet.
6.2. It is used for adding new users to the plan.

7. Income Wallet:
7.1. Commission amounts are added to the income wallet.
7.2. Income wallet used for withdrawal and product purchase.

8. Profile:
8.1. Users can view their personal information.
8.2. Users can’t edit their profile details.
8.3. Admin can only edit the users profile details.

9. Bonus:
9.1. Users can view their income details.
9.2. Like pair commission and special commission details in separate pages.

10. Wallet Statement:
10.1. Users can view the statement of their wallet credit and debit details.
10.2. Reasons also shown in the statement.



11. Withdraw:
11.1. Users can withdraw their income wallet amount by entering the amount and reason.
11.2. It will be sent to the admin as a request after admin approval the amount will be credited to your bank account.
11.3. TDS 5 % and service charge 5 % is deducted from the withdrawal amount.

12. Genealogy:
12.1. Users can view their downline users in tree view.
12.2. Users can also view the downline users in table view.
12.3. Users can also view their referral users.

13. Mailing System:
13.1. Users can contact the admin by using the internal mailing system.
